Ron Korb Live DVD And CD
	


 Toronto-based woodwind player extraordinaire Ron Korb has just completed his  Ron Korb Live DVD, Collector’s Edition, a hybrid of World Music and Jazz filmed one wintry evening at the Pavillon Arthabaska in Victoriaville, Quebec. The Ron Korb Live CD is this artist’s ninth internationally acclaimed CD.

Ron’s deep passion and commitment to world culture are evident in every original composition. He incorporates sweeping influences from Asian to Celtic to Middle Eastern, blended with Western and jazz influences. Seamlessly crossing musical traditions and cultural boundaries for over 20 years, Ron has taken his melodic and mystical sounds to audiences around the world. Guitarist Liona Boyd calls Ron “an incredibly talented and emotionally energizing virtuoso.”
A graduate of music performance from the University of Toronto, “a flutes-of-the-world scholar” (NOW magazine), and lifelong student of Japanese and Asian music, composer/ performer, flute traveler Ron Korb is one of Canada’s national treasures. Ron’s passion for experiencing cultures has taken him the world over. He has performed for Queen Elizabeth, two Canadian Prime Ministers, at Madison Square Gardens and The Smithsonian Institution. One of his original compositions reached double platinum status and another garnered an award for Best Original Composition presented by Radio and Television Hong Kong.

Ron Korb Live was produced by Pierre Lamoureux, who has worked with The Who, Branford Marsalis, Harry Connick Jr., Willie Nelson. He was also the producer for Alanis Morrisette’s 2003 Juno Award winning DVD Feast on Scraps. Ron has also recorded at Peter Gabriel’s studio (Real World) in England. 

The Ron Korb Live DVD was filmed in 16:9 wide screen and mixed in Stereo and 5.1 Surround Sound.  The special features include English and French interactive menus, 5 bonus music video, a photo gallery, artist’s interview, and audio commentary, and an interactive instrument dictionary with sound samples, descriptions and photos of each instrument. Featured musicians and instruments include: Ron Korb (flute, bamboo flute, bass flute, Irish tin whistle, low whistle, Chinese di tze), Ray Hickey Jr. (guitars, octave mandolin, Japanese koto), Bill Evans (piano, Hammond B3, accordion), Steve Bright (acoustic bass, The Stick), Larry Crowe (drum kit, djembe, dumbek, percussion). Special guests include Alain-François on violin and Dominic Grenier performing French Canadian foot tapping.
Ron has been featured on many radio programs and on hundreds of film and TV soundtracks, including the 2004 Toronto International Film Festival premiere Being Julia (starring Jeremy Irons and Annette Bening), Ang Lee’s The Ice Storm and Ride with the Devil, Atom Egoyan’s Exotica, The Sweet Hereafter, and Felicia’s Journey, Robert Lepage’s No and the 3D IMAX film Space Station narrated by Tom Cruise. More recent credits include The Guys, The Snow Walker and Return to Kandahar.
